Relocate Red's Eats for Red's Eats continued success and congestion reduction.

Increase off-Main Street parking by at least 2 spaces for every one space removed on Main Street.

E. 
Add a turn lane at the Route 1/27 Wiscasset intersection for northbound 27 traffic.

F. 
Improve the interchange at the Route 1/27 Edgecomb interchange.

G. 
Install a permanent traffic counter on the Davey Bridge.

H. 
Enhance Wiscasset Transp Info. System (WTIS) at MDOT with through-Wiscasset travel times.

I. 
Integrate WTIS with MDOT 511 system.

J.
Review high-crash locations on Route 1

K.
Develop programs for quick response to Route 1 crashes and breakdowns to clear vehicles.

L.
Consider a cut-and-cover tunnel in the Federal Street area to enable cross-town traffic flow.

M.
Enhance the signage on I-295 to encourage alternate routes (e.g. Route 3). [WTC]

N.
Improve traffic management on key corridors to the Mid-Coast region, including Routes 3, 27, 32.

Implementing several of these options will produce significant reduction of Route 1 traffic congestion at far less cost than an expensive, environmentally and residentially destructive By-pass.

ALSO, Please urge the Task force and MaineDOT to establish a standing Committee for Reduction of Wiscasset Traffic Congestion.  We must reduce that congestion, and we can do so with smart technology and smart strategies.
